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                                          Arthur Pinkers on ‘Coelogyne, My First Love ‘
 This month we are pleased to welcome back Arthur Pinkers who will be sharing his talk ‘Coelogyne, 
My First Love’. This genus is very diverse and Arthur will explore some of the warm and cool growing 
species, their culture and some of the hybrids that are commonly available. These wonderful plants can 
provide very showy specimens on relatively small plants and should be a part of everyone’s collection.
 Arthur is a shared speaker with the San Diego Orchid Society, and he will be giving his talk "Oncidium 
Intergeneric Orchids" on Tuesday, May 5th, at 6:30pm in Balboa Park. You can watch his talk on Zoom 

(contact Barry or Alex for the link) or attend in person at the Casa Del Prado, 
room 101.
Arthur has been an orchid enthusiast since the age of sixteen, when he ac-
quired a plant of Slc. Glittering Jewel, which infected him with the orchid 
bug.  His forty plus years of experience growing orchids started in the Pacific 
Northwest with a greenhouse to fend off the cold, rainy days. In 2004, a job 
change forced him to move to Santa Clarita, California, where the conditions 
are extreme for growing orchids. 
 Growing up in the Seattle area, Arthur attended Western Washington Uni-

versity in Bellingham, Washington, graduating with a B.S. in Chemistry and Biology.  He worked for 
many years as a chemist and had the fortune of having his dream job as the Lab Director for Beall Or-
chid Company until shortly before its close in 1990.

Despite not having a current career working with orchids, Arthur has taken an active role in the orchid 
community.  He has been an Accredited Orchid Judge for over twenty years, served in most executive 
positions on the Board of the Northwest Orchid Society, including serving as President from 1988 to1989 
and President of the San Fernando Valley Orchid Society 2016 to present. He was the center photograph-
er for the Pacific Northwest Judging region 1993 - 2004.  Currently, Arthur serves as the Awards Director 
for the Pacific South Judging Center and one of the photographers for the Pacific South Judging Center.  
Although he has an interest in a wide variety of orchids, botanicals are a special draw to him for their di-
versity and charm.
Arthur has been married to his wife, Margie, for over twenty-nine years, and has two adult children and 
a Granddaughter and Grandson.  While they have not inherited his love for growing orchids, his family 
enjoys the beauty and wild aromas his backyard jungle brings to their home, a respite from the desert 
landscape around them.

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President’s message:  

The days are getting longer, the temperature more moderate. Your plants are starting to show their 
spring vigor. Looking closely, you may see the green tips emerging from the new growth. BAMMMM!
DEVASTATION!!! What happened? What is eating those tender young root tips? Look closely.

The ubiquitous Bush Snail.  If you see the 
damage but not the snail, try looking at 
night with a flashlight immediately after 
watering. What can be done? Several 
‘snail bates’ are available. Metaldehyde 
baits and sprays are effective but toxic to 
dogs and birds. “Slug-fest” is an example. 
The “Slug-fest” spray should be applied 
once a week for three applications. Iron 
phosphate baits, i.e. “Sluggo” and “Cor-
ry’s” pellets- Sodium ferric EDTA , are ef-
fective and safer. The pellets can be ap-
plied and will remain for days. I do find 
the mildewy pellets unattractive. Good 
growing!- Barry Reder, DDS

Orchids in the Wild Show at the San Diego Botanic Garden	
 	
The Orchids in the Wild Show (new theme) will be held between May 2 and June 1 at the San 
Diego Botanic Garden. 


This year will be the sixth year our society members can participate in this beautiful 
show, an event that has been well-received by the general San Diego community. Society 
members will have the opportunity to display their plants during this year’s show. This 
year Hannah Smith will coordinate the submissions and returns of member’s orchids on 
Tuesdays during the show. The initial plant set up is on Tuesday and Wednesday April 28 
and 29 and those members who participated last year should be on the list and should 
have gotten an email with details on how to submit your orchids. If you didn’t receive a 
list, check your spam folder to see if it landed there. Please contact Hannah Smith to be 
added to the list if you have not received her email or want to participate for the first 
time. The first list will be due to Hannah by the end of day on Saturday, April 25.  You do 
not have to display plants every week during the show. Forms will be sent out on a 
weekly basis and due Saturdays before the following week with plants dropped off and 
picked up on successive Tuesdays (May 6, 13, 20 and 27) and final pick up at the end of 
the show on June 2.


Requirements for your display plants: 1) Clean and bug free - we don’t want to introduce 
pests into the SDBG conservatory. 2) Clean pot, but no outer pot is necessary. If you 
provide an outer pot, make sure it has drainage holes. 3) Clearly labeled with plant name 
and your name. 4) Recently watered.

When you arrive with your plants, you will be given numbered ID tags to attach to your 
plants to further ensure that nothing gets lost and each plant will have a name tag with 
the plant’s name and your name as the exhibitor.  The plants will be in the show until the 
next Tuesday or longer if the flowers are still in good condition. Plants staying longer 
than one week, will be watered by the garden staff should they need it. Participating in 
this event is a lot of fun and gives our societies the opportunity to show visitors many of 
the beautiful orchid hybrids and species we grow to perfection. Society members who 
participate in showing their plants will receive a complementary, one year membership 
to the garden and an entry pass for visits during the show that will allow up to 6 guests 
for each visit.


On weekends, show visitors can shop for unusual and unique orchids and related plants 
at the grower direct orchid market. During the show SDCOS members will be selling 
orchids the weekends of May 2-3, 8-10, and 15-17 with POS selling plants for their 
society’s fundraiser on Memorial Day weekend May 23-25 (POS volunteer info on page 7 
below). Additionally, several other vendors will be selling from 9 am - 4:30 pm every 
Friday thru Sunday during the show. Please refer to the SDBG website for more details 
on vendors, classes and general admission. Cassidy White will be coordinating the plant 
sales on the weekends should additional vendors be interested in selling at the show.


Admission to the show is free for members, free for youth (3-17) with general admission, 
and $7 per adult in addition to garden entrance fee for non-members. All attendees are 
encouraged to make a reservation online to obtain tickets for entry. Entrance is free for 
AOS members but you still need to register for tickets (under reciprocal) and show your 
ticket and AOS membership card upon entry. Make your reservation today for this 
exciting, month's long show. Any additional questions can be directed to the above 
SDBG staff members or to Alex Nadzan who is representing both societies and working 
closely with the SDBG staff.

Dear POS Members,	

In March, 2026, we lost a very dear POS member and my very good 
friend, Renee Daly, after suffering from a long illness which 
prevented her from being more active with our society, despite her 
sincere desire to do so. She served as the POS secretary for many 
years and for her tireless efforts, she was designated as a life 
member. Because I, Gil Ho, along with Cher Whelan, were the POS 
members closest to her, I wanted to share my fond memories of her 
and her love of orchids. On a personal note, I deeply regret not 
seeing her again sooner to say my goodbyes before her passing, 
thinking that there would be more time, time being always 
ephemeral.	

Renee was a very giving, caring, and wonderful person with a huge 
heart and a very bold personality, often very humorously so in her 
spontaneous commentaries on many things. She never hesitated to 
volunteer for anything to help the POS and the orchid community. 
As an avid grower, I fondly recall her extreme and obsessive love of 

blue cattleyas, which she grew brilliantly, along with a particular Paph. spicerianum specimen 
which was pretty spectacular, too. Her last blue cattleya that she bloomed floriferously was Lc. 
San Diego Blues (Lc. Hawaiian Blue Sky X C. DiPozzi Tiziano), a piece of which she gave me as 
my now cherished reminder of her.	

Also, she deeply loved her departed husband John “Jack” Daly and her first dog, Sam, one of 
many of her Maltese dogs. During a cymbidium seedling naming contest by the late Loren 
Batchman so many years ago for Cym. Sleeping Nymph x Cym. Len Southward, she bloomed it 
first and won the contest. As a reward, the cultivar was registered by Loren as Cym. Jack and 
Sam in their honor. Having this cultivar as well, it is to me a constant reminder of Renee.	

She was one of my best friends in the orchid world, and she will be deeply missed by me and 
those in the POS who knew her. On behalf of myself and the POS, we extend our deepest 
condolences to her family and other close friends.
